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Indonesia, Vietham, and Thailand
Trade Mission 2012

The Ohio Department of Development invites you to take part in a trade mission to Jakarta, Indonesia,
Ho Chi Minh City, Vietnam, and Bangkok, Thailand from March 16-28, 2012. The mission will be led by the
Ohio Department of Development’s Office of Export Assistance, in partnership with the Council of Great
Lakes Governors.The purpose of the mission is to assist Ohio’s small- to medium-sized companies from
the Great Lakes region to export their products and services to these exciting markets.

Ohio Mission Participants Will Receive:

¢ Business Matchmaking: Customized one-on-one business appointments with prospective agents, distributors, or
buyers in each city. Participants will average three to five business appointments each day, depending upon the
company’s products, services, and objectives.

e Market Research: Valuable market research including industry sector information and target company profiles.

¢ In-country Business Briefings: Briefings by local business and government officials will provide extensive
market knowledge.

¢ Trade Office Staff Support: The Office of Export Assistance and Council of Great Lakes Governors will be available
to assist with preparation for the mission as well as post-mission follow-up. Council of Great Lakes Governors
Southeast AsiaTrade Office staff will provide in-country support services.

e Ground Transportation: Group airport to hotel ground transportation will be provided in all three countries.
¢ Group-rate Accommodations: Block hotel bookings will be available.

¢ Business Service Support: Assistance finding and arranging drivers and interpreters will be available.
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Indonesia

e Indonesia is Southeast Asia’s largest economy. It is a thriving
democracy with signifigant regional autonomy.

e With a population of 2375 million, 50 percent of whom are
under the age of 30, the consumer market continues to grow.

* More than 60 million low-income Indonesian workers are
projected to join the middle class in the coming decade which
signals an increase in spending on consumer goods.

¢ In 2010, Indonesia’s annual growth expanded to 6.1 percent.

e Ohio exports to Indonesia grew by 65.5 percent to
$139.3 million in 2010.

Vietnam

e With a population of 86 million, half of which are under the
age of 30, Vietnam offers a dynamic and rapidly evolving
commercial market. The market offers ground floor and growth
opportunities for Great Lakes exporters.

e Vietham’s economic growth has been one of the highest in the
world in recent years, expanding at an average of 7.2 percent
per year.

¢ Ohio exports to Vietnam grew by 7.5 percent to $61 million
in 2010.

Thailand

e Thailand is Ohio’s 23rd largest trading partner. In 2010, Ohio
exports grew by 10.3 percent to $251 million.

e Thailand’s economy is export dependent with exports
accounting for 61 percent of its Gross Domestic Product.

e By treaty, United States companies operating inThailand, with
the exception of a few sectors, are afforded national treatment
or an “equal playing field” withThailand companies.

e Thailand serves as a gateway to Asia.
