Annual Income – Part 5 Definition
#1 – George, Eloise and Lionel Jefferson (page 24 in technical guide) – Homebuyer Program
George Jefferson – Head, 53 years old.  Works full-time at $7.25/hour; also receives $400/month from the government as a result of a settlement in the Agent Orange product liability litigation.

Eloise “Louise” Jefferson – Spouse, 48 years old.  Works 18 hours/week at a bank at $7.50/hour; also receives $50/month from her mother to help with expenses.

Lionel Jefferson – Son, 19 years old. Full-time student at City College where he has a part-time, 15-hour/week job in the student bookstore at $6.00/hour for the 46 weeks when classes are in session.
Sandusky County low income limit for a household of three is $43,950.
#2 – Archie and Edith Bunker (page 32 in technical guide) – Homeowner Rehabilitation Program
Archie Bunker – Head, 70 years old.  Works as a foreman and income is $34,000.  Checking: $595 average 6 month balance (non-interest bearing).
Edith Bunker – Spouse, 70 years old.  Does not work.  Savings: $2695 at 3.1% ($83.55). Jointly, she and Archie own their home and have a retirement account valued at $50,000.
Muskingum County low income limit for a household of two is $35,650.

#3 - Bernard Williams and Amy Moynihan (page 40 in technical guide) – Homebuyer Program
Bernard Williams - Head of household, 35 years old.  Owns a contracting business. The net

income from the business is $32,000.

Amy Moynihan – Co-head of household, 32 years old. Receives alimony of $200/month ($2400 annually) and child support of $350/month (4,200 annually) for her two sons, Gary (10 years old) and Charles (7 years old).

Coshocton County low income limit for a household of four is $45,550.

#4 – Pearl Henderson and Marshall Jones (page 60 in technical guide) – Tenant Based Rental Assistance Program 
Pearl – Head, 76 years old.  Annual income is $13,500. Prescription medication – $75/month and Medicare deduction – $38.50/month

Marshall – Grandson, 19 years old.  No earned income, full time student. Visits to physician – $120/year.
Athens County very-low income limit for a household of two is $22,300.

Adjusted income calculated for TBRA program in Athens County Ohio to determine amount they will pay toward rent/utilities.
