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Introduction

According to Ohio Revised Code Section 174.05, the Ohio Department of Development is required to submit an
annual report to the President of the Ohio Senate and the Speaker of the Ohio House of Representatives
describing the activities of the Department under Ohio Revised Code Section 174.01 to 174.07 during the previous
state fiscal year.

History

To address Ohio’s housing needs, Ohio’s housing advocates, led by the Coalition on Homelessness and Housing
in Ohio (COHHIO) began a grassroots campaign to improve Ohio housing conditions. The campaign’s first success
came in November 1990 when Ohio voters approved Issue 1, a constitutional amendment making housing a public
purpose. During the following year, the Ohio Legislature passed implementing legislation (House Bill 339) to
establish the Ohio Housing Trust Fund and an Advisory Committee to work with the Ohio Development Services
Agency (the administering agency) to develop the fund’s housing programs and policies. In the 1992-1993 Ohio
biennium budget $5 million of the state’s general revenue was allocated to the fund. Immediately, Ohio’s housing
advocates began working for a permanent Ohio Housing Trust Fund, stable funding source.

Over the next 12 years, the fund’'s allocation level was affected by the state’s sluggish economy and the high
demand for other state-funded services, including education. During that period, the allocation level fluctuated from
$5 million for a biennium to $20 million for one year. In 2002, to expand the lines of communication with housing
providers, housing developers, bankers, real estate agents, local governments, nonprofit organizations, housing
advocates, and citizens, the Agency Director established the Affordable Housing Taskforce. After full consideration
of the various funding options and housing needs, the taskforce recommended an increase in recordation fees to
provide a permanent, dedicated funding source for the Ohio Housing Trust Fund. This was the third committee to
recommend an increase in the recordation fees in order to permanently fund the Ohio Housing Trust Fund. There
was a consensus regarding the importance that state resources could play in establishing public/private
partnerships to save, maintain, and increase affordable housing for Ohio’s low- and moderate-income families.
During the process, the Coalition on Homelessness and Housing in Ohio and Development served as advocates
and the primary initiators for the permanent funding source by building a statewide advocacy network and
encouraging continued communication with the Governor’'s Office and the State Legislature. In addition, the
Coalition on Homelessness and Housing in Ohio collected endorsements for the permanent funding source and
launched an e-advocacy tool to increase participation, efficiency, and effectiveness of advocacy efforts.

In June 2003, the Ohio Legislature responded to the taskforce’s recommendation and endorsements of more than
900 local governments, businesses, nonprofit service providers, financial institutions, and religious organizations
from all 88 Ohio counties. The legislature increased the recordation fees in the 2004-2005 Ohio biennium budgets
creating a permanent, dedicated funding source for the Ohio Housing Trust Fund. In the 2014-2015 Ohio biennium
budgets, the Ohio Legislature appropriated $53 million each year to the Ohio Housing Trust Fund.

Ohio Housing Trust Fund Advisory Committee Members

Funding Set-Asides

The Ohio Housing Trust Fund appropriation authority is restricted by Ohio Revised Code Section 174.02, as follows:

No more than 5 percent of the current year appropriation authority® for the fund shall be allocated between grants to
community development corporations for the community development corporation grant program and grants and loans
to the Ohio community development finance fund, a private, nonprofit corporation.

In State Fiscal Year 2014, the Ohio Development Services Agency allocated 5 percent ($2.65 million) of Ohio Housing
Trust Fund appropriation authority to community development corporations and the Ohio community development
finance fund.

In any year in which the amountin the fund exceeds $100,000, notless than $100,000 shall be used to provide training,
technical assistance, and capacity building assistance to nonprofit development organizations.

In State Fiscal Year 2014, the Department awarded $165,000 to provide training, technical assistance, and capacity
building assistance to nonprofit development organizations.

No more than 10 percent of any current year appropriation authority for the fund shall be used for the emergency shelter
housing grants program to make grants to private, nonprofit organizations and municipal corporations, counties, and
townships for emergency shelter housing for the homeless and emergency shelter facilities serving unaccompanied
youth 17 years of age and younger.

In State Fiscal 2014, the Agency allocated 10 percent ($5.3 million) of the Ohio Housing Trust Fund appropriation
authority to the emergency shelter grants program to make grants to private, nonprofit organizations and municipal
corporations, counties, and townships for emergency shelter housing for the homeless and emergency shelter facilities
serving unaccompanied youth 17 years of age and younger.

In anyfiscal year in which the amount in the fund exceeds $250,000, at least $250,000 from the fund shall be provided to
the Ohio Department of Aging for the Resident Services Coordinator Program.

In State Fiscal Year 2014, the Department awarded $315,000 of Ohio Housing Trust Fund dollars, including
administration, to the Ohio Department of Aging for the Resident Services Coordinator Program.

Of the current year appropriation authority for the fund, not more than 5 percent shall be used for administration.

In State Fiscal Year 2014, 4.5 percent ($2,635,000) was expended for administration.

No less than 45 percent of the funds awarded during any one fiscal year shall be for grants and loans to nonprofit
organizations.

In State Fiscal Year 2014, 93 percent of the Ohio Housing Trust Fund awarded dollars was awarded to nonprofit
organizations.

No less than 50 percent of the funds awarded during any one fiscal year, excluding the 5 percentand 10 percent
restrictions listed above, shall be for grants and loans for activities that provide housing and housing assistance to
families and individuals in rural areas and small cities that are not eligible to participate as a participating jurisdiction

under the HOME Investment Partnerships Act’.

In State Fiscal Year 2014, 59.7 percent ($ 28.8 million) of the funds awarded?, excluding the 5 percent community
development corporations and the 10 percent emergency shelter grant restrictions listed above ($7.95 million), was for
grants or loans that provide housing and housing assistance to families and individuals in rural areas who are not
eligible to participate as a participating jurisdiction under the HOME Investment Partnerships Act.

Income Targeting

Ohio Revised Code Section 174.03 also includes the following income targeting requirements:

No more than 20 percent of the current year’s appropriation authority, excluding the 5 percentand 10 percent restrictions
listed previously, may be awarded for supportive services.

In State Fiscal Year 2014, 3.5 percent ($1.7 million) of the appropriation authority, excluding the 5 percentand 10 percent
restrictions listed previously ($7.95 million), was awarded for supportive services.

No less than 75 percent of the money granted and loaned in anyfiscal year shall be for activities that provide affordable
housing/housing assistance to families and individuals whose incomes are equal to or less than 50 percent of the area
median income.

In State Fiscal Year 2014, 94.8 percent ($53.1 million) of the money granted and loaned was dedicated to activities that
provide affordable housing/housing assistance to families and individuals whose incomes are equal to or less than 50
percent of the area median income.

assistance to families and individuals whose incomes are equal to or less than 80 percent of the area median income.

In State Fiscal Year 2014, 0.3 percent ($209,000) of all funds granted or loaned benefitted families and individuals
whose incomes are greater than 50 percent of the area median income but less than or equal to 80 percent of the area
median income.

The Department shall give preference to viable projects and activities that benefit those families and individuals whose
incomes are equal to or less than 35 percent of the area median income.

In State Fiscal Year 2014, 54 percent ($30.3 million) of the Ohio Housing Trust Fund awarded dollars were awarded to
projects and activities benefiting those families and individuals whose incomes were equal to or less than 35 percent of
the area median income.

The remainder of funds not granted or loaned above shall be for activities that provide affordable housing and housing

Eligible Housing and Housing Assistance Award Recipients and Activities

The Ohio Housing Trust Fund provides funding to nonprofit organizations, public housing authorities, private
developers and lenders, local governments, and consortia of eligible applicants that are interested in increasing
affordable housing opportunities, expanding housing services, and improving housing conditions for low- and
moderate-income residents in Ohio.

Grants, loans, loan guarantees, and loan subsidies may be used for:

. Acquiring, financing, constructing, leasing, rehabilitating, remodeling, improving and equipping publicly or
privately owned housing;

. Providing matching money for federal funds received by the state, counties, municipal corporations, and
townships;
. Providing to counties, townships, municipal corporations, and nonprofit organizations technical assistance,

design and finance services, and consultation and payment of predevelopment and administrative costs
related to any of the activities listed above; and

. Providing supportive services related to housing and the homeless, including counseling.

CHN West w ill consist of 65 affordable units throughout the w est, southw est and central areas of Columbus. OHFA w ill monitor for seven
HDAP-assisted units. The current scope of work will include, replacement of roofs, window s, doors (interior and entry), HVAC systems,

w ater heaters, flooring, bathroom vanities, cabinets, sinks, tubs and surrounds, kitchen cabinets, countertops, and appliances. Landscaping
and site lighting will also be improved.

7 [Del-Mor Dwellings Corp $393,000 [Delaw are

Delaw are County CIPis a nhon-housing credit project in Delaw are, Ohio. This project consists of tw o buildings. Each has tw o, one-bedroom
units and three, tw o-bedroom units. The buildings w ere constructed side by side in 1961. The applicant, purchased both buildings in the year
2000. All units are designated for persons at or below 50% of AMGI w ith a mental disability. A new HVAC system coupled w ith new
insulation w ill improve the energy efficiency and air quality for the residents. The roof of each building will be replaced. new w ater tanks will
be installed. Energy star exhaust fans will be added to the kitchen and bath and each unit will have new energy star light fixtures. Flooring
will be replaced w here needed.

8 |Episcopa| Retirement Home $1,750,000 Hamilton

Walnut Court is a multifamily bond and housing tax credit project that involves the acquisition and rehabilitation of 30-units serving households
62 or older, in Cincinnati, Hamilton County, Ohio. Tw o units w ill be affordable to and occupied by households at or below 18% AMGI, one unit
w ill affordable to and occupied by households at or below 35% AMGI, nine units will be affordable to and occupied by households at or
below 50% AMGI and 18 units w ill be affordable to and occupied by households at or below 60% AMGI. OHFA w ill monitor for fifteen
assisted units. The scope of work includes repairing drives and sidew alks, updating lighting, improving landscaping, masonry repair, new
window s, new gutters and dow nspouts, and community room.

9 |Episcopa| Retirement Home $1,000,000 Hamilton

Thomaston Woods is a multifamily bond and housing tax credit project involving the acquisition and rehabilitation of 16 buildings containing 100
units of multifamily housing for families in Batavia Tow nship in Clermont County. Five units will be affordable to and occupied by households
at or below 18% AMI, 30 units will be affordable to and occupied by households at or below 50% AMI and 65 units will be affordable to and
occupied by households at or below 60% AMI. OHFA w ill monitor for 14 assisted units. Completion of the scope of work will increase the
energy efficiency of the units providing additional insulation, updated w ater heaters and Energy-star fixtures and appliances. Interior
improvements include painting.

10 Garden Valley Redevelopment | $1,000,000 Cuyahoga
Heritage View IV is a housing credit project located in Cleveland, Cuyahoga County. The partnership will develop one building containing 60
rental units for families. Six units will be affordable to households at or below 35% AMGI, 30 units will be affordable to households at or
below 50% AMGI and 24 units w ill be affordable to households at or below 60% AMGI. OHFA w ill monitor for five HDAP assisted units. This
is the fourth phase of a successful comprehensive housing development plan. This project is one of the first in Ohio to utilize HUD's Rental
Assistance Demonstration Program (RAD). The RAD programw ill allow the Cuyahoga Metropolitan Housing Authority to convert public
housing into Section 8 Project Based Rental Assistance.

11 Hocking,Athens,Perry CAC | $559,000 |Hocking
Salt Creek Village Apartments is a housing credit, rental development for families that involves the rehabilitation of 24 flat-style units in three
one- and tw o-story buildings located in Laurelville, Hocking County. OHFA w ill monitor for five assisted units. The development w ill receive
new roofs, window s, doors, siding, gutter systems, central HYAC, new plumbing fixtures, kitchen appliances, counters/cabinets, and floor
coverings. Landscaping, security and site amenities w ill be upgraded. A new community building and playground w ill be constructed. The
majority ow ner is a state-certified CHDO w orking in their service area and wll serve extremely low -income populations, that will provide
rental subsidy through a USDA contract.

12 Ican, Inc. $500,000 Stark

Stone Ridge Village is a 40-unit new construction senior housing credit project to be built in Louisville, Stark County. The project will consist
of one three-story apartment building comprised of all tw o-bedroom units. OHFA w ill monitor for three HDAP-assisted units. Project amenities
include on-site management, a community roomw ith a kitchen, three laundries, a fithess room, and an outdoor patio space. The project meets
OHFA policy goals by providing apartments for seniors, leveraging federal, state and local development subsidies, supporting development

w ith Green Communities certification and supporting development in w hich the majority ow ner is a CHDO.

13 Ican, Inc. $275,100 Stark

5th Street NW is a hon-housing credit project in Canton, Stark, County. This three-story brick on masonry structure w as built in 1916. All
seven units are designated for persons at or below 30% of AMGIw ith a diagnosis of mental illness. Funds will be used to to renovate
kitchens and baths. Interior doors will be replaced. Outdated smoke detectors will be replaced. The roof membrane, insulation and flashing
will be replaced. GFI's will be installed w here needed. Relocation will occur in vacant units w ithin the portfolio. Residents will have the
option of staying with family and hotels will be used if necessary.

14 Jefferson Behavioral Health System $750,000 |Jefferson

Lighthouse Haven is a non-housing credit, permanent supportive housing rental project involving the new construction of tw o single-story
buildings w ith one-, tw o-, and three-bedroom units located in the city of Steubenville, Jefferson County. One w ill be affordable to and
occupied by a household at or below 18% of the AMGI, and the remaining nine units will be affordable to and occupied by households at or
below 35% of the AMGI. All units w ill be targeted to individuals and families that are homeless and/or have a household member suffering
w ith mental iliness or substance use issues. Rents will be subsidized w ith project based Section 8 Housing Choice Vouchers. OHFA will
monitor five assisted units.

15 Jefferson P&R Board | $464,190 Jefferson

The Jefferson County-CIP project (a.k.a. the Welsh House) involves the rehabilitation of a three-story building w ith nine units built in the early
1900's and purchased by Jefferson County Prevention and Recovery Board in 1994 for the purpose of housing persons w ith severe mental
ilness. The scope of work willinclude repairs to the exterior fire escape from the third floor. The replacement of concrete sidew alks and
step, porch rails, exterior lighting, window s, entry doors, w ater heater and HV/AC system. Support posts will be installed in the basement to
secure the structure. The electric will be updated and GFl outlets and hard w ired smoke detectors installed throughout the building. Kitchens
and bathrooms will be updated.

16 Lucas Metro Housing Authority | $1,000,000 Lucas

Parqw ood Apartments is a housing credit project located in Toledo, Lucas County. Lucas Metropolitan Housing Authority w ill rehabilitate one
building containing 134 units of rental housing for households age 55 or older. Fourteen units will be affordable to households at or below
35% AMGI, 41 units will be affordable to households at or below 50% AMGI and 79 units w ill be affordable to households at or below 60%
AMGI. OHFA w ill monitor for 13 HDAP assisted units. The renovation will bring the project to modern standards. A health clinic and lounge
w ill be added at the Main Entry. The buildings and units will be updated w ith materials and appliances that will reduce energy consumption
and improve efficiency.

17 Lucas Metro Housing Authority $350,000 Lucas

Collingw ood Green Phase Ilis a 68-unit new construction housing credit project for families to be built in Toledo, Lucas County. The project
will consist of 11 tw o-story tow nhouse buildings comprised of tw o and three-bedroom units. OHFA w ill monitor for tw o HDAP-assisted units.
Collingw ood Green Phase llis a part of a larger 272-unit multi-phase housing development that will include green space and a community
garden. Unit amenities w ill include laundry rooms, accessible bathrooms, open kitchens and some units w ith second floor balconies.

18 |M.EOAG. | $500,000 Muskingum

Fairw ay Vista Apartments is a housing credit rental development for families that involves the rehabilitation of 31 tow nhouse and garden-style
units in six tw o-story buildings, and the new construction of six units in a single one-story building located in Nashport, Muskingum County.
The six new -construction units w ill be occupied by residents with severe and persistent mental illness. OHFA w ill monitor for five HDAP-
assisted units. The units will be furnished w ith new kitchen and bath fixtures, kitchen appliances, and energy efficient heating and cooling
systems. The property will be upgraded with a new addition to the community building, new roofs, siding, doors, window s, and entry
canopies.

19 Mental Health Recovery $500,000 Greene

The Greene County Renovations project involves the rehabilitation of a tw o-story multifamily building with 10 units. The structure w as built in
1970 and purchased by the Mental Health & Recovery Board of Clark, Greene and Madison Counties in 1999. Nine of the units will be
affordable to and occupied by households at or below 35% of the AMGI w ith a diagnosis of severe and persistent mental ilness. One unit,
affordable to and occupied by a household at 50% of AMGI, receives free rent and a stipend from the Board to be an on-site manager. The
scope of work includes a new HVAC systemand new hot w ater tanks. Kitchen and bathrooms wiill be completely updated w ith new lighting,
cabinets, countertops, sinks and faucets.

Menw a Apartments is a multifamily bond and housing credit rental project involving the acquisiton and rehabilitation of a HUD 236 senior
apartment building. The community consists of one three-story building with 70 one- and tw o-bedroom units located in the city of Wadsw orth,
Medina County. Four units will be affordable to and occupied by households at or below 18% of the AMGI, four units will be at or below 35%
of the AMGI, 25 units will be at or below 50%, and the remaining 37 units will be at or below 60% of the AMGI.

They are located in Urbana, Champaign County w ithin one half mile
of one another. Both properties have similar scopes of w ork. The rehabilitation will include new roofs, vinyl siding, stairw ay reconstruction,
sidew alk repair, replacement of hot w ater tanks and the installation of resilient flooring. Some minor, cosmetic repairs w ere done in the past
but consisted mainly of painting and carpet replacement. All appliances wll be replaced w ith energy star appliances. The existing electric

w ill be brought to code.

22 Miami Valley Housing Opportunities $393,000 |Montgomery
The Briarw ood project involves the first phase of rehabilitation of a tw o-story multifamily building w ith 33 units, w hich w as built in 1970 and
purchased by Miami Valley Housing in 1994. One efficiency unit will be converted to office space. Tw enty-four one-bedroom units will be
affordable to and occupied by households at or below 35% of the AMGI, and eight tw o-bedroom units will be at or below 50% of the AMGI.
The scope of work in this phase will include the replacement of the sanitary sew age system and HVAC, and updating to the plumbing, electric
and the interior of many of the units. Replacement or repairs to the dryw all and replacement of the flooring in the common areas.

23 Neighborhood Properties $428,280 Lucas

Neighborhood Properties CIP is a non-housing credit property in Toledo, Lucas County that includes the substantial rehabilitation of tw o, four
unit single story multifamily buildings. Each unit is designated for persons at or below 35% of AMGI w ith a diagnosed mental disability. The
property was built in 1955 and purchased by Neighborhood Properties in 1990. The rehabilitation includes replacing roofs, installing exterior
w all insulation, replacing gutters and dow nspouts and replacing exterior doors. To provide energy efficiency, new window s will be installed
and all HVAC equipment removed and replaced w ith a high efficiency gas furnace. The electrical systemw ill be upgraded, w ater tanks
replaced and air conditioning installed.

24 New Harrisburg Station | $350,000 Franklin

Harrisburg Station is a housing credit rental development for families that involves the rehabilitation of 60 flat-style and tow nhouse-style units
in eight tw o-story buildings located in Grove City, Franklin County. OHFA w ill monitor for four HDAP-assisted units. The renovation will
include replacing roofs and window s that have exceeded their useful life. The units will be furnished with new HVAC systems, flooring,
kitchen cabinets, and countertops. The existing community room and office space will be expanded and updated, including a new kitchenette
and and outdoor patio. The parking lot w ill be repaired and sealed, and have additional handicapped parking spaces installed. Community
sidew alks, stoops and patios will also be replaced.

25 New Sunrise Properties | $357,630 Lorain

The New Sunrise Properties project involves the rehabilitation of three multi-unit buildings w ith a total of ten one-bedroom units. All units are
occupied by persons with severe mental illness and are affordable to and occupied by households at or below 30% of the AMGI. Although
this project does not operate w ith project-based subsidy, many residents are currently receiving rental assistance through either HUD Section
8 vouchers or Shelter Plus Care. For the residents not receiving subsidy, New Sunrise Properties does receive operating funds for thouse
units through HUD's Supportive Housing program. Rehab w ill begin on the current tw o vacant units, and kept vacant in case relocation
becomes necessary.

26 The Counseling Center | $679,000 |Wayne

Wayne/Holmes Independent Living Apartments is a non-housing credit, permanent supportive housing rental project involving the new
construction of four single-story buildings with 15 one-bedroom units located in the city of Wooster, Wayne County. Four units will be
affordable to and occupied by households at or below 30% of the AMGI and the remaining 11 units will be affordable to and occupied by
households at or below 50% of the AMGI. All units are targeted tow ard to young adults aging out of the children's system of care and
treatment or foster care, and are diagnosed w ith a mental illness. The Counseling Center of Wayne & Holmes Counties receives housing
assistance payments throught the Mental Health & Recovery Board of Wayne & Holmes.

27 VOA Of Greater Ohio $500,000 Franklin

Van Buren Permanent Supportive Housing is a single-site, new construction, housing credit development in Columbus, Franklin County. The
development will consist of 100 affordable units in the South Franklinton neighborhood of Columbus. OHFA w ill monitor for four HDAP-
assisted units. Van Buren PSH offers a number of project and unit amenities, including energy efficient and sustainable features that will
follow LEED certification standards, a community room, computer room, indoor and outdoor bicycle racks, outdoor patio space, on-site
management, case management, and mental health and w ellness services that are available to residents. The site is served by local bus
routes and is near essential services.

Resident Service Coordinator Program

The Ohio Department of Aging administers the Resident Service Coordinator Program. OHTF dollars have been aw arded to ten organizations
to provide part-time service coordinators for 17 properties that w ere part of the Ohio Housing Finance Agency'’s project-based Section 8
portfolio or recipients of Ohio Housing Tax Credit financing. The goal of the programis to help elderly and disabled low -income tenants
identify and obtain services and benefits available in the local community. Service coordinators interact w ith residents, residents’ families,
property management and community service providers. As a result of the program, tenants have increased access to services and
benefits, are able to maintain their apartments, comply w ith the lease terms and continue to live independently. Service coordinators reduce
the burden on property managers by dealing w ith tenant issues and help decrease move-outs and unit turnover.
