· Chairman Deborah Gerken called the meeting to order at 10:07 a.m. Introductions were made. Randall Hunt welcomed everyone to the meeting and noted that Ryan Burgess, Assistant Director, Ohio Development Services Agency (ODSA) and Karen Fabiano, Acting Chief, Community Services Division were in attendance. He mentioned the last Advisory Meeting held in April 2015.  No written comments have been received regarding the State Plan, but they can be submitted by the close of business on August 20th.

· Chairman Gerken asked for a motion to approve the minutes of the April 16 meeting. It was noted that Carolyn Zenger attended the last meeting, but it was not reflected in the Minutes. The Minutes will be corrected. Wayne McLaughlin motioned. Bo Chilton seconded that motion. All in favor. Motion carried.

· Melissa Stanford thanked Chairman Gerken for being the Chair the last several years. Melissa Stanford reviewed highlights of the draft plan and discussed the process.  The plan is being done via an online data system this year. The Draft has been written and distributed to the advisory committee, community action agencies and other partners. Feedback will be collected today. Comments can still be sent via email.  Melissa Stanford mentioned that she had extra copies of the plan and indicated that it is the most recent version. It covers the new 2016-2017 time period in which the organizational standards will be enforced and accountability measures will be in place for state lead agencies and federal officials.

Section 5 - lists all of the counties and areas that are served. SOURCES (Auglaize-Mercer), CLS (Champaign-Logan-Shelby) are no longer eligible entities, and are not on the list but temporary providers are serving those counties. OCA is receiving endorsements from municipalities in those service areas on the CAA that should be designated.

Josh Summers questioned the status of Geauga. Melisa Stanford said the agency is continuing to operate. OCA recently received a report on their progress. They are working to become compliant.

Section 6 - Organizational Standards:  Melissa Stanford wanted to point out that, as reflected in the plan, the organizational standards as adopted by HHS will be used in Ohio.

Section 10 - Monitoring: Corrective Actions and Fiscal Controls This part of the plan goes over OCA’s monitoring, corrective action and fiscal processes. The completed monitoring assessment tool will be provided at the time of the exit interview. For agencies that fail to meet 1 or more standards, a Technical Assistance Plan is required. Quality Improvement Plans (QIPs) are required in cases where problems are pervasive and/or protracted. 

Section 7 - State Use of Funds: This section is about Ohio’s allocation formula. Melissa Stanford distributed a handout that shows planned allocations and the process. Ninety-one percent of Ohio’s award will go to eligible entities. Agencies’ approved CSBG applications are uploaded into OCEAN.

Section 8 - Training & Technical Assistance: Funds are used for training conferences and operational issues at agencies. An amendment to the State budget bill promoted by the state association requires OCA to disburse 4.5% to entities, such as OACAA, that meet certain criteria. 

Section 9 - State Linkages and Communication: Multiple programs targeted to low-income households are administered by the Office of Community Assistance and the Community Services Division. The Organizational Standards include those pertaining to linkages and partnerships.




Section 13 - ROMA:  Results Oriented Management and Accountability performance management system. The annual Information Survey is the official report on Ohio’s outcomes and will be provided to HHS separately by the IS survey contractor.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The draft plan distributed at the August 18, 2015 advisory committee meeting has been updated from what was previously distributed to the committee via email. However, no substantive changes were made.  Note this is a 2 year plan to be submitted using the HHS online data collection system.

Chairman Deborah Gerken asked for comments and feedback on the draft plan. Bo Chilton asked about the new state law change and the application process for the 4.5% of CSBG funds received by the State earmarked for training and technical assistance. Randall Hunt indicated that the process and uses are still being looked at. The language includes 4.5% for entities incorporated under Ohio law before January 1, 2015 that meet the statutory qualifications. The OCA is still determining how to implement the new provision. OCA wants to ensure that the ability to respond to emergencies is retained in whatever approach is utilized. 

Josh Summers asked if any new information was going to be added that is not currently in the plan. Melissa Stanford said no, that OCA only expects to make changes if we omitted something or have corrections to make. She added that the plan will be reviewed again at the Public Hearing on August 20, 2015. Public testimony on the draft plan will be taken at the hearing.
