I. Ohio Historic Preservation Tax Credit Program
a. Program Description:
The Ohio Historic Preservation Tax Credit Program provides a 25% tax credit for the rehabilitation expenses to owners of historically significant buildings. A building is eligible if it is individually listed on the National Register of Historic Places, is located in a registered historic district, is certified by Ohio's Preservation Officer as being of historic significance to the district, or is listed as a historic landmark by a certified local government. Over the seven funding rounds, $279.3 million in tax credits have been approved for 126 applicants to rehabilitate 158 historic buildings in 30 different communities. The program helps to bring largely vacant buildings back to productive use, increasing both jobs and tax revenue for the community.
